On the other hand, the Japanese prints show not just high
standards of artistic quality, but a refined technique that supports this quality. | was impressed
once again by the steady growth of the number of skilled silk-screen printers in Japan.

This catalogue featuring the submitted works is being published to create the widest possible
audience for the biennale exhibition, which attracted such a wide spectrum of works. We trust
you will enjoy it. We eagerly await more entrants for The 4th NBC Meshtec Tokyo International
Screen Print Biennale, to be held in 2013.

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Comments from the judges

Our 3rd biennale exhibition attracted entries from 187 artists from 23 prefectures within
Japan and 102 artists from 26 foreign countries. All prints submitted were judged at the NBC
Meshtec headquarters in early October, with five judges applying rigorous criteria in making
their decisions.

Looking back on the screening, | can say that our biennale exhibition is gaining ground
both at home and abroad, clearly shown by the fact that more entries were submitted for
our third exhibition than for the first or second exhibitions. Despite an exhibition featuring a
single specific genre of printed work—silk-screen prints—our biennale events attract such great
response, with each iteration attracting even more entries, | believe which underscores the
joy of silk-screen printing artists as they discover a new opportunity to showcase their works. |
thank all the artists who worked so passionately on the works submitted.

The winners of the Grand Prize in the first and second biennale exhibitions were Japanese
artists. But with each successive exhibition, the rising profile of overseas artists is unmistakable.
In this context, | examined the works submitted, hoping an overseas artist would win this Grand
Prize for the first time. As the screening went on, the pool of prize candidates gradually shrank.
When | looked over an array of superior Japanese and overseas prints to select works for
recognition with a Grand Prize or other prizes, | saw that the works from abroad featured high
artistic merit and exquisite expressiveness. They were fully the equal of the works submitted
by Japanese artists. Unfortunately, | found no overseas print that stood a clear step above the
current Grand Prize winning work.

As we say, “Art is nurtured by the cultural climate.” Works from across the world are
impregnated with the culture, climate, and traditions of their country of origin, with their styles
clearly different by country. Despite my position as a judge at this exhibition, | often found
myself unable to take my eyes off these works. Each time | have this experience, | can’t help
but feel the joy of being able to witness the cultural exchange taking place in silk screen prints.

The external world and the changing times influence culture. Works from all over the world
stimulate and influence each other, contributing to a powerful emerging creativity. We want our
biennale exhibition to serve as an opportunity to nurture and develop such new creativity.

It is our ardent hope that, just as last year, we will encounter wonderful works on the next
occasion. We look forward to continuing participation from many artists.

In closing, | wish to express my heartfelt condolences to the disaster victims of the Great East
Japan Earthquake of March11, 2011, as well as the victims of flooding in Thailand and the
recent earthquake in Turkey. | send sincere wishes for the earliest possible recovery in the areas
