Thanks to your ongoing support, we are able to hold the NBC Meshtec International Silk
Screen Print Biennial Exhibition for the eighth time.

| would like to express my sincere gratitude to all of the artists from Japan and around the
world who submitted work and to everyone who worked so hard to organize and run the
event.

The COVID-19 pandemic continues to result in unpredictable circumstances around the
world, including here in Japan.

Under such conditions, we even considered cancelling the Biennial. But we decided it was
important to preserve the event's unbroken run and, above all, we wanted to secure
exhibition space for the artists who've supported us over the years. We therefore resolved to
go forward with the event, paying careful consideration to the timing.

As a result, we were able to aftract 213 entries from Japan and around the world.

Although the number of entries was lower than in the previous Biennial due to various issues
such as undelivered announcements due to the international postal situation affected by
COVID-19 and delays in delivery of works, we ended up receiving roughly equal numbers of
domestic and international entries. This proved an excellent reminder of just how many
people around the world look forward to the Biennial.

Screen printing of the type we handle is a familiar yet advanced printing technique used not
only in graphics printing but also for products such as touch panels of smartphones and
printing of solar cell electrodes.

The mesh cloth used in the screens for screen printing is also a key material for the filters
used on hydrogen-powered vehicles and for the production of hydrogen fuel, both of which
are aimed at realizing a decarbonized society.

As a materials company, we will continue to help enrich people’s lives and improve the
earth’s environment through our products.

While working to manufacture and supply safe, reliable products meeting our customers’
needs, | myself have been greatly looking forward to this Biennial, which provides an
opportunity to discover completely original screen-printing works that are made using the
same screen-printing technique that we employ.

Although we were concerned that we might not be able to bring together enough works for
this Biennial in light of the global COVID-19 pandemic, on the day of the screening process
we realized just how many colorful, energetic, and wonderful submissions we had received.
It seemed to me that this energy was a distillation of thoughts and wishes of so many artists
who suddenly had nowhere to show their work as a result of the pandemic.

While acknowledging the warmth and messages behind all the submitted works, the judges
have chosen as prize winners some highly individual works that strongly express these
qualities.

The Biennial will exhibit a total of 100 chosen works, including the prize winners.

Although ordinarily | would encourage everyone to visit the venue to directly feel the power
that these works express, | hope this collection book conveys the overall feeling for those
unable to attend in person under the current conditions.

This collection book includes all submissions received, including those not chosen, in addition
to the 100 works mentioned above.

| would like to conclude this message by expressing my thanks to all those who helped bring
about this Biennial and worked so hard to manage the restrictions resulting from COVID-19.

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Comments from the judges

The year 2021, in which the 8th NBC Meshtec International Silk Screen Print Biennial was to
be held, was a year in which we all faced the threat of infectious disease, as the COVID-19
pandemic continued and new variants appeared.

As numerous events both large and small around the world had to be cancelled or
postponed, the Biennial also felt the impact. The announcement of the event, which had been
planned for early spring, had to be delayed by about half a year.

We are truly grateful to all the artists who submitted works to the Biennial, despite the
substantial hurdles they must have encountered under these circumstances.

Thanks to your support, we managed to receive 213 entries to the 8th Biennial, comprising
106 from Japan and 107 from 25 other countries.

An overview of the entries shows most were received from Thailand, where screen printing is
thriving. Entries from Poland greatly increased, providing the next largest number of works.
We assume this is a result of the increasing awareness of the Biennial in these countries,
which are home to numerous winners of past prizes.

On the other hand, it is highly regrettable that the number of works from Brazil, a consistently
strong participant over the years, was down this year due to the international postal situation.

Although the overall number of entries was down from the last Biennial, the fact that we still
received 213 entries is something all participating artists can take pride in given the
difficulties posed by COVID-19. The resulting collection of works demonstrates a very high
degree of perfection.

Each of the five judges, including President Kaji of NBC Meshtec Inc. and myself, chose 20
works to make up the 100 works to be exhibited in the Biennial.

The top prize winners were finally chosen by grading 20 remaining candidates after a
second and third screening processes.

This time, the SDGs Prize was newly added, and awarded for works conveying a message
towards achievement of the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs).

Each of the prize-winning works is a highly expressive creation that makes use of the screen
printing technique to vividly communicate the artist's message.
| greatly look forward to the exhibition of the 100 works, including these prize winners.

In conclusion, | would like to thank all of the artists who submitted works and to express my
hope that the COVID-19 pandemic will come to an end soon. It goes without saying that we
are greatly looking forward to seeing the submissions to future Biennials as well.
